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"I believe in . . . the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and 
the life everlasting.  Amen" 

These are the three concluding statements we make each time we 
confess our faith in the words of the Apostle's Creed.  They are 
things we believe in, things we look forward to, thin gs we trust 
our Lord God to make real for us.  They are three things which are 
intimately connected, and one of them cannot be truly u nderstood 
except in relation with the others.  Indeed, the forgi veness of sins, 
the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting , go hand-in-
hand -- for they all come together in one person:  Jesus Christ. 

The promise of the gospel is that each one of these things are 
brought about by Christ on our behalf. Through his own  death 
and resurrection, Christ has made these gifts a reality for each one 
of us.  You and I have been united with Christ himself, who was 
raised from the dead to live and rule eternally. 

Even now, you and I are being freed from sin by the d eath of our 
mortal bodies, so that we may rise again as a new creation, to 
serve God in righteousness and purity forever.  Forgiveness, 
resurrection, new life -- these are the steps by which God brings 
about our salvation.  And through it all, we know that the  
promise we have been given by God is one which is based upon 
our Lord himself.  “Because he lives, we will live also.”
